Sermon 

We sit while a sermon is preached; and then stand to re-affirm our faith. 

The Nicene Creed 

All We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker 

of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. We 

believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, 

eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light 

from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, 

of one Being with the Father; through him all things were 

made. For us and for our salvation he came down from 

heaven, was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin 

Mary and was made man. For our sake he was crucified 

under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. 

On the third day he rose again in accordance with the 

Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the 
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right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to 

judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have 

no end. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver 

of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who 

with the Father and the Son is worshipped and glorified, 

who has spoken through the prophets. We believe in one 

holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one 

baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the 

resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to 

come.

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We sing the offertory hymn, and then sit or kneel to pray. 

 

All God of life, Saviour of the poor, receive with these gifts 

gratitude for your goodness, penitence for our pride and 

dedication to your service in Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Eucharistic Prayer 

The Lord is here.  

All His Spirit is with us.  

Lift up your hearts.  

All We lift them to the Lord. 

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

All It is right to give thanks and praise. 

It is indeed right, it is our duty and our joy, at all times and in all 

places to give you thanks and praise, holy Father, heavenly King, 

almighty and eternal God, through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord. 

For he is your living Word; through him you have created all 

things from the beginning and formed us in your own image. 

Through him you have freed us from the slavery of sin, giving him 

to be born of a woman and to die upon the cross; you raised him 

from the dead and exalted him to your right hand on high.

Spirit, with St Cuthbert, St Mark and all who stand before you in 

earth and heaven, we worship you, Father almighty, in songs of 

everlasting praise: 

All Blessing and honour and glory and power be yours for 

ever and ever. Amen. 

The Lord’s Prayer

Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of 

your dear Son Jesus Christ and to drink his blood, that our 

sinful bodies may be made clean by his body, and our souls 

washed through his most precious blood, and that we may 

evermore dwell in him, and he in us.
